SUB-RECIPIENT AGREEMENT
This Agreement is entered into between the Nebraska Game & Parks Commission, hereinafter called the Commission, and  Nebraska Cooperative Republican Platte Enhancement Project (N-Corpe)  (AB# 2127614), hereinafter called the Sub-Recipient.  

WITNESSETH:  That the Commission is entering into an Agreement with the Sub-Recipient for services/activities as itemized under Agreement Terms below on the project entitled, “Habitat Management and Wildlife Recreation on N-Corpe Properties”.  The work will be performed in the state of Nebraska, beginning August 1, 2021 and ending July 31, 2024.  The Commission’s obligation for performance is contingent upon the availability of appropriated grant funds and the authority to expend those funds.

A. AGREEMENT TERMS

The Sub-Recipient shall undertake to accomplish the goals, objectives and strategies of the project entitled “Habitat Management and Wildlife Recreation on N-Corpe Properties”.    The Sub-Recipient agrees to the following provisions and conditions:
1 The Sub-Recipient hereby agrees to carry out the goals, objectives and strategies identified in Attachment A which is incorporated herein by reference.  Sub-Recipient shall notify the Commission in writing as soon as they are aware of any problems, delays or adverse conditions that will materially impair the ability to meet the objectives. Any modification of the project as outlined in the application must be approved by the Commission and the US Fish & Wildlife Service.

2 The project covered by this Agreement is funded using Federal US Fish & Wildlife Service Funds from CFDA #15.611 Habitat Management and Wildlife Recreation under the Federal Award Identification Number F21AF02339-00 (FAIN) and award dates of  August 1, 2021 to July 31, 2024.
3 The Sub-Recipient hereby agrees to submit itemized Invoice requests for which grant funds are sought, pursuant to the terms of this Agreement, for approved grant activities.  

4 The Sub-Recipient hereby agrees to submit proper documentation of non-federal matching funds, pursuant to the terms of this Agreement in the amount of $30,000.00. Sub-Recipient hereby elects to wave their claim to any approved Federal Indirect Cost and shall provide 25% of total approved project costs be recognized as match.

5 The Sub-Recipient hereby agrees to provide interim and final activity reports including a narrative description of all project activities, participants, outcomes, variances and deviations from the project.

6 The Commission reserves the right to monitor all records and work, including financial records and audits, as deemed necessary to verify compliance with federal requirements as related to this project.

7 The Commission will reimburse the Sub-Recipient for grant costs following receipt of the proper documentation specified in this section.

8 The Sub-Recipient hereby agrees to file such requests listed above according to the following schedule:

9 The Sub-Recipient will acknowledge the Commission, US Fish & Wildlife Service and the State Wildlife Grants Program through at least one media release, in publication/presentations, newsletter, public displays and through other means.

B. CONSIDERATIONS

A total not to exceed $90,000.00 will be provided by the Commission to the Sub-Recipient following completion of the project for services performed.  Payments will be made on at least a quarterly basis to the Sub-Recipient following receipt of the proper documentation specified in Agreement Terms.

C. DURATION OF AGREEMENT
This Agreement will remain in effect for the term prescribed above unless sooner revoked for cause by the Commission or unless sooner terminated by either party.  If revoked for cause by the Commission, or if terminated by the Sub-Recipient or by mutual consent, there shall be not less than (30) days written notice, unless otherwise mutually agreed. 
If revoked for cause the Sub-Recipient shall have twenty (20) days after receipt of written notification to cure any such default.  Following termination notice by the Commission, or if the Sub-Recipient is unable to cure its default, the Sub-Recipient shall be entitled to compensation, upon submission of invoices and proper proof of claim, for services provided under the Agreement to the Commission up to and including the date of termination and for any non-cancelable obligations incurred prior to the notice to terminate.

This Agreement may be renewed, extended or amended by mutual written agreement.  Annual funding for this Agreement is dependent upon receipt of monies from the Commission’s funding sources.

D. FORFEITURE OF AGREEMENT
Failure of the Sub-Recipient to comply with the terms and conditions of this Agreement in a manner, to the best of their ability, which the Commission, in its sole discretion, shall deem sufficient, may be considered cause for revocation of the project and this Agreement.  Failure of the Commission to revoke upon apprehension of a violation shall not constitute a bar to revocation upon repetition of the same violation or of another violation.  In the event of any forfeiture or termination of the project andthis Agreement, any research data, supplies, interim reports, or other product of the Sub-Recipient’s efforts hereunder shall be delivered to the Commission.

E. EMPLOYEE STATUS

Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed as a delegation of authority of the Commission to the Sub-Recipient or its agent(s) with respect to the agreement described herein, nor shall the Sub-Recipient or its agent(s) in any manner consider or represent itself to be an employee of the Commission.  It is expressly understood by the Sub-Recipient that it is in all instances an Sub-Recipient who shall provide, manage and assume all obligations whatsoever which may occur or be required by the Workmen’s Compensation laws of any state, Old Age and Survivors Insurance, Internal Revenue Acts, Income Tax of any state, and laws and regulations relating thereto, and the Sub-Recipient shall save and hold harmless the Commission against any obligation relating to any such liability.

F.
HOLD HARMLESS

It is expressly understood that the Sub-Recipient assumes full liability for the acts of its employees, agents, and officers assigned to perform the Sub-Recipient’s duties, hereunder, and shall reimburse the Commission for any damage to Commission property, real or personal, caused by the Sub-Recipient, its employees, agents or officers.

G.
CONTROLLING LAW

The present Agreement shall be considered to have been executed at Lincoln, Lancaster County, Nebraska, and shall be subject to the laws of the State of Nebraska.  

H.
 CONFLICT OF INTEREST WARRANT

The Sub-Recipient warrants that its officers, stockholders, associates and employees presently have no known financial interest and shall not acquire any known financial interest, direct or indirect, which would conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of the services required by this Agreement.  The Sub-Recipient shall comply with the provisions of the laws of the State of Nebraska which require disclosure for conflict of interest determinations of amounts received under this Agreement.  The Sub-Recipient shall immediately notify the Commission in writing of any conflict of interest that arises during the duration of this award. 
I.
NEW EMPLOYEE WORK ELIGIBILITY STATUS

Under Federal and/or state law, this Agreement and Sub-Recipient must not discriminate in employment under this specific Agreement on the basis of race, color, religion, age, gender, marital status, national origin, disability or political affiliation.  The Sub-Recipient agrees to abide by the Nebraska Fair Employment Practices Act as provided by Neb. Rev. Stat. Sections 48-1101 through 48-1126, and the American with Disabilities Act of 1990 (P.L. 101-366) as implemented by 28 C.F.R. 3, which are hereby made a part of and included in this Agreement by reference.

The Sub-Recipient is required and herby agrees to use a federal immigration verification system to determine the work eligibility status of new employees physically performing services within the State of Nebraska.  A federal immigration verification system means the electronic verification of the work authorization program authorized by the Illegal Immigration Reform and Immigrant Responsibility Act of 1996, 8 U.S.C. 1324a, known as the E-Verify Program, or an equivalent federal program designated by the United States Department of Homeland Security or other federal agency authorized to verify the work eligibility status of a newly hired employee.

DRUG FREE WORKPLACE

Each party agrees to comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws, codes, regulations, rules, and orders. The Sub-Recipient agrees to have in place, during the agreement period, a Drug Free Workplace Policy stating that the unlawful manufacture, distribution, dispensation, possession, or use of a controlled substance in the workplace is prohibited.  Consultant agrees to provide a copy of its drug-free workplace policy at any time upon request by the Commission.
K.
DEBARMENT SUSPENSION

The Sub-Recipient certifies by signing this agreement that neither the Sub-Recipient, subcontractor (if any) nor their principals are presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible or voluntarily excluded by any federal or state department or agency from participation in transactions.  The Sub-Recipient also agrees to include the above requirements in any and all subcontracts into which it enters.  The Sub-Recipient shall immediately notify the Commission if, during the term of this agreement, the Sub-Recipient becomes debarred.  The Commission may immediately terminate this Agreement by providing the Sub-Recipient written notice if contractor becomes debarred during the term of this Agreement. Other mandatory disclosures by the Sub-Recipient shall include: violations of Federal Criminal law involving fraud, bribery, or gratuity violations potentially affecting the Federal Award.
L.
MAINTAINING OF RECORDS

The Sub-Recipient agrees to retain copies of records related to this project for a minimum of five years following the close of this project for federal auditing purposes.

This agreement may not be assigned except with the written consent of the Commission.
